Purpose
As a group of 4, students will work together to learn that the solar system consists of planets and other bodies that orbit the Sun. Students will learn that the solar system includes the planet Earth, the Moon, the Sun, eight other planets and their satellites by researching ONE of the nine planets and presenting the information in a PowerPoint and Brochure. (CA Science Standard 5b)

Research your planet using print resources and the Internet resources. As you research, save images for your planet when on the Internet. Use the Solar System Research Chart and Data Take of Information sheets to conduct your research. Once the research is complete, develop the plan for a PowerPoint presentation using the Planet PowerPoint Story Board. Teacher must approve the Story Board before creating your PowerPoint for your planet.
Brochure Criteria

Each brochure must include the following information about your planet:

· Planet size

· Orbit/rotation

· Namesake

· Composition atmosphere

· Distance from sun

· Discovery 

· Satellites

· Interesting facts

· Symbol

Also each brochure must include

· A title page with

· Title of planet

· Every Group member’s name

· OCR Unit

· An image/clip art

· At least 4 images/clip art

· Bibliography must include at least:

· 2 book references

· One website
